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What is the best and easiest way to help people un-
derstand God's kingdom? Like the rabbis of his time, Jesus
very frequently used parables - short stories and images
taken from everyday life - to convey hidden truths about the
kingdom of God. Like a skillful artist, Jesus sketched mem-
orable pictures with short and simple words. A good image
can speak more loudly and clearly than many words. Jesus
used the ordinary everyday illustrations of life and nature to
point to another order of reality - hidden, yet visible to
those who had "eyes to see" and "ears to hear". Jesus com-
municated with vivid illustrations which captured the imag-
inations of his audience more powerfully than any abstract
presentation could. His parables are like buried treasure
waiting to be discovered (Matthew 13:44).

What can the parable about seeds and roots teach us
about the kingdom of God? Any farmer will attest to the
importance of good soil for supplying nutrients for growth.
And how does a plant get the necessary food and water it
needs except by its roots? The Scriptures frequently use the
image of fruit-bearing plants or trees to convey the principle

to understand. God gives grace to those who hunger for his
word that they may understand his will and have the
strength to live according to it. Do you hunger for God's
word?

The refusal to
his disciples that not everyone would understand his para-
bles. Did Jesus mean to say that he was deliberately confus-
ing or hiding the meaning of his stories from his listeners?
Very likely not. Jesus was speaking from experience. He
was aware that some who heard his parables refused to un-
derstand them. It was not that they could not intellectually
understand them, but rather, their hearts were closed to
what Jesus was saying. They had already made up their
minds to not believe. God can only reveal the secrets of his
kingdom - that which is hidden to the spiritually blind - to
those who hunger for God and humbly submit to his truth.

What can makes us ineffective or unresponsive to
God's word? Preoccupation with other things can distract us
from what is truly important and worthwhile. And letting
our hearts and minds be consumed with material things can
easily weigh us down and draw us away from the heavenly
treasure that lasts for eternity. God's word can only take
root in a receptive heart which is docile and ready to hear
what God has to say.
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ferent kinds of fruit accordingly. There is the prejudiced
hearer who has a shut mind. Such a person is unteachable
and blind to what he or she doesn't want to hear. Then there
is the shallow hearer. He or she fails to think things out or
think them through; they lack depth. They may initially re-
spond with an emotional reaction; but when it wears off
their mind wanders to something else.

Another type of hearer is the person who has many
interests or cares, but who lacks the ability to hear or com-
prehend what is truly important. Such a person is too busy
to pray or too preoccupied to study and meditate on God's
word. Then there is the one whose mind is open. Such a
person is at all times willing to listen and to learn. He or she
is never too proud or too busy to learn. They listen in order

sur e t Whilesammseed will fall by the wayside and
some fall on shallow ground and never come to maturity,
and some be choked to death by the thorns; nonetheless a
harvest will come. The seed that falls on good soil, on the
heart that is receptive, will reap abundant fruit. God is al-
ways ready to speak to each of us and to give us under-
standing of his word. Are you hungry for his word? And do
you allow anything to keep you from submitting to God's
word with joy and trusting obedience?

"Lord Jesus, faith in your word is the way to wis-
dom, and to ponder your divine plan is to grow in the truth.
Open my eyes to your deeds, and my ears to the sound of
your call, that I may understand your will for my life and
live according to it"

Saints of the Week

Tuesday, June 14, 2020
St. Kateri Tekakwitha, Virgin

On July 14, the Church celebrates the feast day of St.
Kateri Tekakwitha, the first Native American to be canonized.
Known as the "Lily of the Mohawks," Kateri lived a life of
holiness and virtue, despite obstacles and opposition within her
tribe.

Kateri was born in Auriesville, New York, in 1656 to

a Christian Algonquin woman and a
pagan Mohawk chief. When she was
a child, a smallpox epidemic at-
tacked her tribe and both her parents
died. She was left with permanent
scars on her face and impaired eye-
sight. Her uncle, who had now be-
come chief of the tribe, adopted her
and her aunts began planning her
marriage while she was still very
young.

When three Jesuit fathers E= s .
were visiting the tribe in 1667 and staying in the tent of her
uncle, they spoke to her of Christ, and though she did not ask
to be baptized, she believed in Jesus with an incredible intensi-
ty. She also realized that she was called into an intimate union
with God as a consecrated virgin.

Kateri had to struggle to maintain her faith amidst the
opposition of her tribe who ridiculed her for it and ostracized
her for refusing the marriage that had been planned for her.
When she was 18, Fr. Jacques de Lamberville returned to the
Mohawk village, and she asked to be baptized.

The life of the Mohawk village had become violent
and debauchery was commonplace. Realizing that this was
proving too dangerous to her life and her call to perpetual vir-
ginity, Kateri escaped to the town of Caughnawaga in Quebec,
near Montreal, where she grew in holiness and devotion to the
Blessed Sacrament.

Kateri lived out the last years of her short life here,
practicing austere penance and constant prayer. She was said
to have reached the highest levels of mystical union with God,
and many miracles were attributed to her while she was still
alive.

She died on April 17, 1680 at the age of 24. Witnesses
reported that within minutes of her death, the scars from small-
pox completely vanished and her face shone with radiant beau-
ty.

Devotion to Kateri began immediately after her death
and her body, enshrined in Caughnawaga, is visited by many
pilgrims each year. She was beatified by Pope John Paul II in
1980, and canonized by Pope Benedict XVI on October 21,
2012. (www.catholicnewsagency.com)

Wednesday, July 15, 2020
St. Bonaventure , Bishop and Doctor of the Church

St. Bonaventure, known as
"the seraphic doctor,” was born at
Bagnoregio, in the Lazio region of
central Italy, in 1221. He received
the name of Bonaventure in conse-
quence of an exclamation of St.
Francis of Assisi, when, in response
to the pleading of the child's mother,
the saint prayed for John's recovery
from a dangerous illness, and, fore-
seeing the future greatness of the
little John, cried out "O Buona ven-
tura"-O good fortune!

At the age of twenty-two St. Bonaventure entered the
Franciscan Order. Having made his vows, he was sent to Paris
to complete his studies under the celebrated doctor Alexander
of Hales, an Englishman and a Franciscan. After the latter's
death he continued his course under his successor, John of Ro-

chelle. In Paris he became the intimate friend of the great St.
Thomas Aquinas. He received the degree of Doctor, together
with St. Thomas Aquinas, ceding to his friend against the lat-
ter's inclination, the honor of having it first conferred upon
him. Like St. Thomas Aquinas, he enjoyed the friendship of
the holy King, St. Louis.

At the age of thirty-five he was chosen General of his
Order and restored a perfect calm where peace had been dis-
turbed by internal dissensions. He did much for his Order and
composed The Life of St. Francis . He also assisted at the
translation of the relics of St. Anthony of Padua. He was nomi-
nated Archbishop of York by Pope Clement IV, but he begged
not to be forced to accept that dignity. Gregory X obliged him
to take upon himself a greater one, that of Cardinal and Bishop
of Albano, one of the six suffragan Sees of Rome. Before his
death he abdicated his office of General of the Franciscan Or-
der. He died while he was assisting at the Second Council of
Lyons, on July 15, 1274. (www.catholic.org)

Thursday, July 16, 2020
Our Lady of Mount Carmel

The feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel, celebrat-
ed on July 16, was first instituted in the late 14th century in
commemoration of the approval of the rule of the Carmelite
Order a hundred years earlier. According to legend, a religious
community was established even before the time of Christ on
Mount Carmel. This is the mountain overlooking the Mediter-
ranean Sea on which the prophet Elijah successfully chal-
lenged the priests of Baal and won the people to the true God.
The feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel entered the Calendar
of the universal Church in the early 18th century.

Although there is no historical evidence for the pre-
Christian Carmelite community, references in the 12th century
record a community of monks on the holy mountain. Despite
continual difficulties, the community built a monastery and
church dedicated to the Virgin Mary on Mount Carmel in
1263. Saint Louis, King of France, had visited Mount Carmel
in 1254, and brought back six French hermits for whom he
built a convent near Paris.

The spread of the Carmelites in Europe is largely at-
tributable to the work of Saint Simon Stock (1247-1265). The
Carmelite Order was formally approved in 1274 at the Council
of Lyon.

The Scapular of Our Lady of Mount Carmel

The brown Scapular of Our Lady of Mount Carmel,
according to the Carmelite tradition, was presented by Our
Lady to St. Simon Stock, the then Father General on July 16,
1251. Our Lady gave St. Simon a scapular for the Carmelites
with the following promise, saying : "Receive, My beloved
son, this habit of thy order: this shall be to thee and to all Car-
melites a privilege, that whosoever dies clothed in this shall
never suffer eternal fire .... It shall be a sign of salvation, a
protection in danger, and a pledge of peace."

Another important aspect of wearing the Scapular is
the Sabbatine Privilege. This concerns a promise made by Our
Lady to Pope John XXII. In a papal letter he issued, he re-
counted a vision that he had had. He stated that the Blessed
Virgin had said to him in this vision, concerning those who
wear the Brown Scapular: "I, the Mother of Grace, shall de-
scend on the Saturday after their death and whomsoever I shall
find in Purgatory, I shall free, so that I may lead them to the
holy mountain of life everlasting."

Many popes and saints have strongly recommended

wearing the Brown Scapular to the
Catholic Faithful. Pope Pius XII said:
"The Scapular is a practice of piety
which by its very simplicity is suited
to everyone, and has spread widely
among the faithful of Christ to their
spiritual profit." In our own times,
Pope Paul VI said: "Let the faithful
hold in high esteem the practices and
devotions to the Blessed Virgin ... the
Rosary and the Scapular of Carmel"
and in another place referred to the
Scapular as: "so highly recommended
by our illustrious predecessors."

According to Church tradi-
tion, there are three conditions neces-
sary to participate in this Privilege and share in the other spir-
itual benefits of the Scapular: wear the Brown Scapular, ob-
serve chastity according to your state in life, and pray the Ro-
sary. In addition to the Sabbatine Privilege, enrollment in the
Brown Scapular also makes a person part of the Carmelite
family throughout the world. They therefore share in all of the
prayers and good works of the Carmelite Orders.

In order to receive the spiritual blessings associated
with the Scapular, it is necessary to be formally enrolled in the
Brown Scapular. The enrollment is made only once by a priest
or authorized person. The Scapular can be replaced afterwards
by a medal, which has on one side the image of the Sacred
Heart of Jesus and on the other, the image of Mary.

There a short form for giving the scapular: "Receive
this Scapular, a sign of your special relationship with Mary,
the Mother of Jesus, whom you pledge to imitate. May it be a
reminder to you of your dignity as a Christian in serving others
and imitating Mary. Wear it as a sign of her protection and of
belonging to the family of Carmel, voluntarily doing the will
of God and devoting yourself to building a world true to his
plan of community, justice and peace."

The scapular stands for:

- A commitment to follow Jesus, like Mary, the perfect model
of all the disciples of Christ. This commitment finds its origin
in baptism.

- It leads into the community of Carmel, a community of reli-
gious men and women, which has existed in the Church for
over eight centuries.

- It reminds of the example of the saints of Carmel, with whom
it establishes a close bond as brothers and sisters.

- It is an expression of the belief that the bearers of the scapu-
lar will meet God in eternal life, aided by the intercession and
prayers of Mary.

The Carmelites insist that the scapular is not:

- A magical charm to protect someone.

- An automatic guarantee of salvation.

- An excuse for not living up to the demands of the Christian
life. It is instead a sign which has been approved by the
Church for over seven centuries and which stands for the deci-
sion to

- Follow Jesus like Mary:

- Be open to God and to his will.

- Be guided by faith, hope, and love.

- To pray at all times.

- To discover God present in all that happens around us.
